Their active life in Newnan included beloved friendships
in their neighborhood, The Commonwealth at Calumet, and their church family at First
United Methodist Church.

He liked spending time at the beach, watching college football, working out in the gym,
going to aqua aerobics, attending bible study and texting with his grandchildren, who



called him Poppy. He was exceedingly proud of his grandchildren's accomplishments and
watched his granddaughter play in the volleyball State Championship representing
Newnan High School on his 80th birthday this October, surrounded by family.

David's zest for life was contagious and many recall both his warmth and thoughtfulness.
He loved singing with his wife in the senior choir and going on the trips that she planned.
David was a friendly face to many with an inquisitive mind, a ready question, a love of
history and a sly sense of humor.

He was much loved and will be long missed.
