If a bereaved
family needed help with a meal, she would go into action and help. It was
almost as if she had a sixth sense for people who were struggling. She always
had cards and stamps close at hand, because she realized that such a simple
gesture as that was maybe just what someone needed. Lisa was blessed with
a beautiful voice and delighted in sharing her musical ministry. A highlight of
her life was an opportunity to sing with The Brooklyn Tabernacle Choir. A



powerful force in her own life, was her reliance on communicating with God
through prayer. True to her selfless spirit, she always included in her prayers,
mention of others who needed to know the grace of God’s mercy. Lisa
engaged life in every way, and nothing was more exciting to her than a road
trip — any time and any where.
