When her youngest began first grade, she pursued her goal and received her
degree in Library Science from The State University of West Georgia and later



received her Specialist Degree. She worked for the Coweta County School
System for thirty-three 
years and impacted countless young people and fostered her love of books.
She was a member of Providence Baptist Church and she served her church
teaching Sunday School.
