Mike was a devoted husband, a dedicated father, and a loving grandfather.
Mike and Mary, his wife of 50 years, lovingly known as the "M&M's," were
blessed with three children: daughter Karen Rieneckert, son Moses Mitchell,
and daughter Tina Anderson. He was known by his platoon as "Doc" during
various operational deployments, where he served as their Fleet Marine Force
(FMF) Corpsman and U.S. Navy Hospital Corpsman. He also served as a
Medical Field Operating Room Technician in various duty stations in several
states. During his distinguished service, Mike received the First Good Conduct
Award, Sea Service Deployment Ribbon, and National Defense Service
Medal. He proudly retired from the United States Navy, leaving behind a
legacy of dedicated service and commitment for the country he so fiercely
loved. 

 

In his civilian life, Mike continued to share his passion and skill for medical
care. He worked at Newnan Hospital, Northeast Georgia Medical Center, and
served as the Central Service Director for the Operating Room at Stephens
County Hospital in Gainesville, GA. Upon retiring from the medical field, Mike
became the administrator of his wife's private school, Academy of St. George
in Newnan (PreK-5th grade). Later, he joined Newnan Crossing Elementary



School as a PE Coach before fully retiring. 
 

Throughout his life, and especially upon retirement, Mike's family was his
passion and most important commitment. He was an avid adventurer and
planned many exciting family vacations that will be forever cherished. Mike
was a motorcycle enthusiast and was known in the biker community as
