He was
born in Newnan GA on September 28th, 1949. He was the second child born
to Dr. Nat and Bobbie Glover. He grew up in Newnan and showed an early
aptitude for being a golfer.

After graduating from Newnan High School, he attended the University of
Georgia. He spent the next five years enjoying himself in Athens. He was a
member of Chi Phi and a lifelong football fan.

They met in
Atlanta at a friend’s get together. Their marriage bore three children: Richard

through the trades and retired in 2011 as a general superintendent for C.P.
Richards Construction Co. He used his retirement time wisely. He relished
spending time with his grandchildren: Harper Towns Berta, Ella Grace Glover,
Richard Wilson Glover lll, and Caroline Banks Glover. They all knew him as

Richard will be remembered as a brother, husband, father, friend, and mentor.
