She was active in the Ladies Altar and Rosary Society and was well known for
her delicious coconut cakes which she baked many years for the annual
church bake sale.

An avid supporter of downtown development, Rochelle was instrumental in
starting the Newnan Main Street program which she supported for many
years. She was chairperson of the Downtown Development Authority and the
Carnegie Building Renovation.

She
touched everyone she met with her kindness and generosity. 



Rochelle was an avid sports fan and loved her Atlanta Braves. She and
Hershall enjoyed playing golf together for many years. She was President of
the Newnan Country Club Ladies Golf Association and also served on the
Country Club Board of Directors.
